As the season approaches, here are a few reminders:

A word on scholastics:
Two years ago, we started collecting report cards at the beginning of the season. We started this practice to begin an emphasis on scholastics which is consistent with the standards and rules of Pop Warner / Little Scholars. In 2005, we will be checking athlete’s grades carefully to insure that every participant is meeting the eligibility requirements for Pop Warner football. Our coaches will also make a conscience effort to check with the players occasionally on their performance in school. However, this is a difficult task for the league. We are not a school-sponsored program and, therefore, have limitations on what information we can get during our short season. We need help from the parents to set a standard for all of our student/athletes. We depend on the parents of the student/athlete to restrict their child’s participation in the program if their scholastic achievement is not meeting expectations. Please support this effort. If your child is not achieving at least the required minimum of C average, please contact his coach to let him/her know that this player will not be able to participate. Our coaches, when informed, will help encourage and reinforce the importance of scholastics with the player having difficulty. Yes, some game time may be missed if the student is failing eligibility. But, scholastics are far more important; let’s all work together on this.

Upcoming Events:
The second annual CFL / YMCA football camp is scheduled for July 19,20,21. It will be held at the high school practice field or annex. Sign up is done through the YMCA; the cost is $15 and includes a T-shirt. This is a great way for the players to start gearing up for the season.

The first annual Cadillac Kiwanis / Cadillac Northmen Football Team golf outing will be held on July 30 at the Briar in Mesick. Cost per person is $75. All proceeds will benefit Habitat for Humanity and CFL Pop Warner Football League. This is a four-man scramble format, 18 holes with cart, steak dinner and prizes at the conclusion of the outing.
