2005 Season Review:
The 2005 season brought a record number of participants and record number of football teams to Cadillac Pop Warner.
Three Junior PeeWee teams were fielded this year with 20-25 players on each team. We were very close to expanding this age group to four teams. If growth continues in this age group, we will likely be there soon.
In the Junior Midget level, a decision was made among coaches to split one large group into two teams. We knew that two smaller teams may not be as competitive as one larger team, but everyone felt strongly that the players would benefit more with smaller teams.

Overall, our five teams finished with a combined record of 15-13-1. As stated in previous newsletters, records are not a good measure of the success of programs like this. The CFL board was far more pleased that we had an exceptional return rate on surveys this year with a total combined average of 4.2 on the 1 – 5 scale. This represents a ½ point improvement over the 2003 survey. Everyone should be proud of our Cadillac PW program. The surveys are used as a guide for improvement each year. Thanks for the feedback.
Looking to 2006:
Check out the league website! It’s taken some time to complete the development, but it can now be called complete. More frequent updates will be seen this year. Expect to see more updated pictures, team rosters/news, dates and events, etc. Online registration is still available and you contact most of the board members via email directly from the website; www.cflvikings.com. Look out for information on the 2006 YMCA/CFL youth football camp. This year’s camp, in late summer, will mark the third year that CFL and the Cadillac area YMCA have partnered to make this youth football camp available. Both organizations are happy about how well the camp has turned out the first two years and excited by the increase in participation from the first year to the second. Plans are not finalized yet, but we expect to maintain a low cost camp and include t-shirts for participants again.
Plans are in the works for our first ever Football 101 course. This course will be free to parents of participating players and mandatory for coaches. The course will provide basic information on the sport of football as well as instruction on coaching youth athletes.
