The August 1 deadline is coming fast! Teams will be organized during that first week and then it becomes very difficult to get new players in. If you haven’t signed up yet, now’s the time!
And don’t forget about the 3rd annual CFL/YMCA football camp on August 1, 2 and 3. This is a great way for players to start thinking about football. You do not have to be a registered Pop Warner participant to come to the camp. Applications are available at the Cadillac Area YMCA and should be available soon on-line.
Some reminders:
- All players must have a sports physical before the first practice. If you missed the sports physicals done at local physician offices, please make other arrangements quickly. We cannot allow players to participate in practice without a completed sports physical card on file. The physical cards are available at the Community Schools Office (Cooley).
- A Medical release form (Authorization to provide medical care) will be needed before the first game. This form must be notarized and is available on the league website (www.cflvikings.com).

- A copy of player’s birth certificate will also be needed before the first game. We don’t have the facilities to maintain these from year to year, which means a new copy must be turned in each season.

- A copy of player’s last report card must also be turned in. This needs to be given to your coach during the first week of practice (more on this in the right column).

Please accept apologies for failed email attempts on July 9. If you provided your email address on your application, some reminders went out (after several attempts). It didn’t properly on initial attempts. CFL is not trying to SPAM your email.  ( 
Pop Warner Eligibility (Parents please read):
Pop Warner National rules include a scholastic eligibility rule similar to high schools. A 2.0 grade point (C average) is required to participate. Several years ago, our Cadillac League started collecting report cards and attempting to monitor eligibility. However, we have two difficulties in enforcing this.   1) Our season starts before schools starts and ends before the end of the first marking period. Your son or daughters eligibility is based on the last report card from the previous year. 2) Cadillac Football League Pop Warner is not part of the Cadillac School system and has no legal standing to obtain information about player’s grades or discipline issues.
This is where parents come in. At the start of the season, the last report card from the previous season showing at least a 2.0 (C average) must be turned in to your son or daughters coach. Participants having less that a C average will not be able to play without parental consent (please discuss the issue with your coach). After the initial assessment, it is absolutely vital that parents monitor the player’s scholastic performance and enforce the eligibility rule. If your son or daughter is not able to maintain the C average or is having discipline issues in school, please talk to your coach and make arrangements to remove them from the program until their scholastic performance has been corrected.

Now is the time to help players understand these priorities; eligibility is strictly enforced in school starting in 7th grade; we need your help!
