Our coaches and several interested parents met at Cadillac High School for our annual “Football 101” clinic.  We met to review, discuss, and share football basics and most importantly to stress the ideals and lessons that we hope that the kids will take away from their experience with our program.  Cadillac Pop Warner has a wealth of knowledge in its coaching ranks and Football 101 is a great way to share what works well in youth football.

Four Junior PeeWee (8-10 year old) teams were fielded last year with 19-24 players on each team. 
We had one Midget (10-12 year old) team with 31 players last season.  At the deadline imposed by the TC YMCA scheduler, we did not have enough players to form 2 teams.  After the deadline, we had an influx of registrations that would have easily allowed the formation of 2 teams.  Please register early!  It makes planning easier and more importantly helps us to hopefully place your child on a team with 20-25 players so he/she can have more plays on game day.
Overall, our five teams finished with a combined record of 24-8-1.  Winning records are not a good measure of the success of youth sports programs, 

the amount of fun had and lessons learned by the kids are much more important measures.

Our cheer team consisted of 8 girls that often pulled double duty cheering for more than one team on Saturdays.
