2003 Recap:
2003 was a banner year for the organization. The league achieved a record number of players, 89 total. These 89 players, on three teams, tallied a final record of 15-4. of the community. In 2003, we were able to purchase our first blocking sled and other equipment used for practice. As we grow stronger still, expect to see more.
